The Department of Archaeology has developed an expertise in Cultural Resource Management, working with both government and private sectors to mitigate the effects of development and widen public awareness of the importance of the past.

Departmental Profile

The Department specialises in the study of galactic structure, the distance scale, large-scale structure and evolution of galaxies in the Universe, next to high-speed photometry and spectroscopy of variable stars.

Particular emphasis is being given on uncovering galaxies obscured by the Milky Way and the mapping of cosmic flow fields such as in the Great Attractor region.  With the opening of  SALT, the Southern African Large Telescope, new research areas were initiated in galaxy evolution (as a function of environment and redshift), the dark matter content in nearby dwarf and low surface brightness galaxies and the search for intermediate mass black holes.

Studies of cataclysmic variable stars (exploding stars such as novae) and pulsating white dwarf stars remain a highly active research area of the department, in which the high speed photometry capabilities of SALT also offers new unique mechanisms to learn more about the physics of these highly interesting objects.

The department is an active participant of the National Astrophysics and Space Science Programme – hosted at UCT – which offers Honors and Masters degrees.  It has strong links with the South African Astronomical Observatory (SAAO) at only 3.5 km from UCT campus with Dr Thebe Medupe having a joint UCT/SAAO position, while Prof P. Charles (director SAAO) is an Honorary and Prof Patricia Whitelock a Visiting Professor of the Department. The Department also enjoys active research collaboration with other groups abroad.

Departmental Profile

The research activities of the department reflect the wide range and scope of the traditional sub-disciplines of inorganic, organic and physical chemistry, sustained by analytical, spectroscopic and computational methodology. The four main research focus areas are synthetic and medicinal chemistry, supramolecular chemistry, transition metal chemistry as well as biophysical and structural chemistry. Programmes are devoted to fundamental and applied chemical research, and to interdisciplinary studies in which chemistry plays a key role. Synthetic studies are carried out in organic, organometallic and co-ordination chemistry, in order to develop and apply new methodology, and to prepare biologically active compounds, novel catalysts and components of new materials. These studies also provide tools for analytical and separation science, and models for advanced structural and conformational studies. Molecular structure determination with the aid of spectroscopic and X-ray diffraction techniques are two areas of specialisation in the department. The latter technique is employed extensively in investigations into inclusion compounds, polymorphism and related solid-state phenomena. The bioanalytical capacity of the department has been significantly enhanced by the recent establishment of the Pesticide Unit on our premises. They offer an analytical service for environmental and pesticide analysis as well as provide researchers with access to analytical expertise and gas chromatographic equipment. Computational chemistry is a leading area of specialization supported by several state of the art LINUX clusters. Computer code development and modelling applications of biological and industrial problems play a key role in many of the Department’s research programmes.

Prof Kelly Chibale was appointed as chief coordinator of the Global Institute for Bioexploration (GIBEX) – Africa, an organisation working to validate and develop traditional medicines. Ms K de Villiers was awarded First Prize for the best poster at the International Coordination Chemistry Convention and Mr John Zvimba was awarded the SASOL postgraduate medal by the South African Chemical Institute.

Prof Roger Hunter was awarded the Innovation Grant (Ecobio) to make HIV ARV’s as pilot project for ARV production in SA.

Departmental Profile

The interaction between humans and their environment and the variability of this environment is a common theme in the department's teaching activities and research initiatives. Details of the particular foci are given below.  The department has ongoing research initiatives with numerous overseas institutions. These include: the Centre of Earth Sciences of Pennsylvania State University; Centre for Global Studies, University of Gothenburg; the Iowa State University; the Norwegian University of Science and Technology; the University of British Columbia; the Institute of Southern African Studies; the National University of Lesotho; University of Western Australia; the University of Melbourne; the University of Northern British Columbia; Oregon State University; the Department of African Studies of the University of Mainz; the Department of Human Geography and Sociology, University of Oslo; the Department of Geography at the University of Brighton; Southern African Research Centre; Queens University; University of Sheffield; University of Oxford; the Departments of Geography at the University of Paris X Nanterre and the University of Paris IV Sorbonne in France and the Department of Geography at the University of Bonn; and the Department of Geography at the University of Oulu.  There are also links with the United Kingdom Meteorological Office, the Scripps Oceanographic Institute in California and the CSIRO Atmospheric Research and Marine Research in Australia. 

The Environmental Evaluation Unit was established as an independent professional consulting, research and training unit within the Department of Environmental and Geographical Science in 1985, based at the University of Cape Town.  During the past 20 years, the EEU has completed over 150 consulting assignments and projects for private, institutional and government clients. The EEU has established itself as a centre of excellence in the field of environmental management, sustainable development, and natural resource management in Africa, particularly within the SADC region (projects have been completed in South Africa, Botswana, Namibia, Mozambique, Lesotho, Swaziland and the Seychelles). 

The Disaster Mitigation for Sustainable Livelihoods Project (DiMP) has been active at UCT since 1998.  DiMP undertakes a diverse suite of activities, including focused disaster risk research into small, medium and large disasters in the Cape Metropolitan Area and past disaster research following declared disasters.  It is also the secretariat for a southern African disaster risk reduction network called ‘Periperi” (partners enhancing resilience to people exposed to risks).

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Research in the Department of Geological Sciences covers a wide range of topics.  The Department has strengths in geochemistry, structural geology and tectonics, igneous and metamorphic petrology, sedimentology, marine geology, economic geology and petroleum geophysics.  General research interests include:  global tectonics and geodynamics with emphasis on Gondwana geology; oceanic and continental igneous processes and the geochemical evolution of the underlying mantle;  kimberlites and the genesis of diamonds; evolution of the Kaapvaal craton and gold genesis; paleoclimatology; marine geoscience and sedimentary geochemistry; paleoclimate and environmental geochemistry.  Analytical facilities include X-ray fluorescence, X-ray diffraction, electron microprobe, ion chromatography, fluid inclusion stage, stable isotope extraction lines and access to a stable isotope mass spectrometer, sedigraph for particle size analysis, inductively coupled plasma mass spectrometer (solution and laser analysis), and solid source thermal ionization mass spectrometer and associated clean laboratories.
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The Department of Mathematics and Applied Mathematics houses a number of research groups and individual activities which, in total, cover a large part of the mathematical spectrum. Examples are: cosmology and relativity, computational and applied mechanics, marine resource assessment and management, rangeland modelling, formal aspects of computer science, topology and category theory, nonlinear mathematical physics, functional analysis, cryptography, string theory, financial mathematics and algebra. The Department has active research collaboration with other groups in the country and abroad. There is a strong postgraduate program, with over 40 M.Sc. and Ph.D. students in a variety of fields.  A number of staff has NRF A-ratings and B-ratings. The Department has a good technical and administrative infrastructure, and regularly hosts visitors from abroad.

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Departmental Profile

The Zoology Department houses the Marine Biology Research Centre (MBRC), the Percy FitzPatrick Institute, DST/NRF Centre of Excellence (PFIAO), the Freshwater Research Unit (FRU), the Small Mammal Research Unit (SMRU), the Weed Biological Control Unit (WBCU) and groups involved in physiological, biochemical, ecological and ethological research. It has the largest postgraduate school and is the most productive department, in terms of publication output, in the University. Scientists in the MBRC work on the ecology and physiology of rocky-shore, sandy-shore and estuarine organisms, fisheries management and policy and mariculture, marine protected areas, pollution, invertebrate systematics and the biology of the Benguela upwelling system. Research in the FRU centers on the ecology of freshwater ecosystems, and on the conservation and management of rivers and wetlands. The SMRU enjoys international repute for its behavioural ecology, systematic and evolutionary research on small mammals including molerats, moles, bats and primates. Palaeobiological research in the department focuses on a comparative understanding of bone biology in extant and extinct vertebrates, factors that affect bone depositional rates in modern birds and reptiles, and in the biological signals recorded in the fossil bones of non-mammalian therapsids, dinosaurs and other archosaurs. The Weed Biological Control Unit researches the use of natural enemies to reduce the abundance and invasiveness of alien invasive plant species. Biological control has been used against more than forty plant species in South Africa. Researchers at UCT are predominantly involved with the Australian Acacia species but work has also been conducted on cactus and other weeds. Of particular interest is the measurement of the effectiveness of introduced biological control agents, especially the use of insect herbivores that reduce the seeding capacity of the problematic plant species. Physiological and biochemical research is carried out on how small peptide hormones produced in nerve cells regulate energy metabolism, growth, development and reproduction in insects and crustaceans. At present this is mainly to investigate flight, flight metabolism and its hormonal regulation in hemipteran insects including the giant water bugs.  The model species to study growth, development and reproduction in crustaceans is the rock lobster, Jasus lalandii. There is  also active research into the so-called waste products of the rock lobster industry, how these can be used and the development of economically viable methods to use astaxanthin and chitin from such waste. Also based in the Department is the semiautonomous consulting company, Anchor Environmental Consultants. This company undertakes contract research in the fields of coastal, estuarine and marine biology, natural resource management, conservation planning and natural resource economics.

The Percy FitzPatrick Institute (Fitztitute) is one of seven DST/NRF Centres of Excellence recognised by the National Research Foundation in the field of science in South Africa. This status recognises the excellence of its contributions to Biodiversity Conservation through research, teaching, and advising government and private sector bodies. This is achieved through promoting and undertaking scientific studies involving birds, and contributing to the theory and practice of maintaining biological diversity and the sustainable use of biological resources. The research programme covers topics which contribute to the development of a knowledge base focussed on a variety of crucial questions relating to Understanding Biodiversity and Maintaining Biodiversity – the two themes of the programme. The Fitztitute has extended the boundaries of the programme through collaborating with a national network of researchers from institutions such as University of Pretoria, University of Stellenbosch, and the University of the Witwatersrand.  Project leaders at these centres focus their research and teaching on ways to understand and promote biodiversity conservation.   The Fitztitute's postgraduate programme in Conservation Biology has educated more than 150 M.Sc. students over the last 14 years and many of these past students are involved in careers related to the conservation of biodiversity around the world.
